Disclaimer 
ReCO²gnition, is a series of sci-fi thrillers that follows the journey of the protagonist who sets out on a mission to deliver his innovative ideas on climate change, to prevent the destruction of Earth in the future. 

The author’s interest in fictional writing has stemmed from his passion to want to write creatively with an intertwining plot linked to Art history and Psychology in some way, having studied Art history and Psychology at college.  The cryptic messages left for the protagonist are hidden abstractly in the art featured in the story, to help him overcome the trauma in his mind.  The messages are also used to warn the protagonist of the dangers of the antagonists that surround him, who want to steal his ideas. 
The concept drawings in pencil which can be found in book 2 is the author’s own creation which helped him visualise and create the story.  The concept ideas of using the human anatomy to depict an event in a surreal way was inspired from his own physiotherapy and yoga sessions he experienced whilst rehabilitating his body as an amateur athlete.   The graphic illustrations of these concept drawings can be found in Book 3 were carried out by a graphic illustrator. 
The technical engineering drawings are the author’s creation featured in the appendix of book 2, and referred to in book 2 as ancient lost artefacts, fictitiously produced by Marcus Vitruvius Pollio, the Roman author, architect and civil engineer.
The story includes aspects of religion, philosophy and history, as well as the core sustainable energy theme which is based on actual research carried out by the author for his dissertation from his Masters of Science in Quantity Surveying titled, “The feasibility of stadium roof-mounted wind turbine arrays” which he studied and was published at London Southbank university.   It was this link between the author’s wind turbine thesis and the core theme of the novel.  The core theme is about the innovation that the protagonist creates is based on true life factual research which was collated and analysed by the author, from carrying out his own expert opinion interviewing; Wind Scientists, Aerodynamic engineers, and Structural engineers from the UK and Europe.   The creation of the characters, have been inspired by the experts the author interviewed but bear no exact resemblance to the real life experts.  It was through creating a hypothetical construct which researched into whether roof mounted turbine array on long span roofs that were architecturally inclined such as stadiums, could produce higher energy yield by being more efficient than a much large free standing turbine with the same Mega Watt output capacity.  The author became interested in using the ‘Coanda Effect’ to determine that this hypothetical construct proved that stadium roof mounted turbines were more efficient by harnessing more of a constant flow of wind, and all that was required was a practical pilot test study to conclude this.  The author was commissioned to create a wind science article for the company Amida recruitment based on his masters of science research.  This is featured at the back of book 1.
 The political and economic influence for the story has come from the author studying his Masters of Science in Marketing at Cranfield University.
